Time:	Live coverage on MPT-HD begins at 10 a.m. on November 13 and 9 a.m. on November 15, and is expected to last approximately four hours each day. MPT-HD will offer an encore presentation of each day’s hearing from 7 p.m. until approximately 11 p.m. Programs currently scheduled on MPT-HD during the 8 - 11 p.m. timeframe on these dates will instead be available on MPT2/Create.
  
Program notes:	Following the primetime public hearing presentation on Friday, November 15, MPT-HD will air a special edition of its State Circle program to provide analysis of the week’s two hearings.

As additional hearings take place, MPT will again bring them to viewers live on MPT-HD. Encore showings of these additional hearings will be shown during primetime on MPT2/Create. Viewers will be able to watch the regularly scheduled PBS primetime lineup on MPT-HD.
