In her role, Ms. Chrest oversees ongoing campaigns in addition to managing grants, annual 
leadership giving, and planned giving activities for the station’s affiliated 501(c)(3) nonprofit, the 
MPT Foundation, Inc. 
 
During her time at MPT, she established the Legacy Society, which enables individuals to include 
the statewide broadcaster in their estate plans. She also expanded membership in the Leadership 
Society, whose members make yearly contributions to the MPT Foundation. In 2018, Ms. Chrest 
was promoted to managing director, Major & Planned Giving, and to senior managing director in
